Magic Dragon series – 12th year


Please read these Magic Dragon conditions before completing your entry form.

1. Entry. The series is open to riders from any CTT-affiliated club and points are awarded to every rider in every event.

2. Pick your events. For 2007 entries to the full series will take priority over others – we are looking for commitment to the series.

3. Guaranteed entry. This is largely dependent on the number of series entries received. In previous years series entries have been less than 100, but if we receive more than 120 series entries those entering the full series will take priority. If we are still over-subscribed priority will be given to entries from novices, women, juniors and juveniles. The decision of the Committee will be final.

4. For 2007 all series entrants will be given a Magic Dragon Handbook, which will contain details of all courses, HQs, event records, etc. This will be sent with MD1 start sheet.

5. Entry form. All series entries must be on a fully completed (that means both sides and all details) Magic Dragon entry form. Further copies available from WCA committee members, also on the website.

6. Entry Fee. The fee is £45 for all 8 events or individual entries at £6.50    Cheques should be made payable to the WCA. Easy payment is OK – three cheques for £15, post-dated to 18th March, 1st May and 1st June, will be accepted. For any less than 8 events the fee will be £6.50 for each event. Please note that series entry is not available for less than 5 events.

7. Refunds. If you enter the series and then can’t ride some events you are entitled to a refund after deduction of expenses, and entry fees for any races completed, provided that sufficient notice has been given to the race organiser of the next and subsequent events.  
8. DNS and Reserves. If you know in advance (before entries close) that you will not be able to ride an event you have entered, please tell John Deeley ASAP. You may get refund.  If you find after entries have closed, that you will be unable to ride please tell the event secretary or the Event Co-ordinator, even as late as on the day of the event. If there are reserves on the start sheet they will be given a ride.
9. After each event presentations are made to: 1st, 2nd & 3rd placed riders, Fastest and 2nd lady. Fastest junior and juvenile riders. 1st Veteran and 1st Lady Veteran on standard and Fastest team of three riders – on Bidlake system (fastest third counter). The medals are returned and medals giving details of the riders’ performance will be posted. 
10. Points are awarded to all riders. Martyn Heritage-Owen will allocate the points (120 for 1st, 119 for 2nd etc) . This season we will try to publish your points on the start and/or result sheets where practical. Your best five points are the qualifying final total. Juvenile riders qualify on three rides.
11. T-shirts & Plaques. Riders who qualify (by completing 5 events)will receive a Magic Dragon plaque. T-shirts will be ordered for those who want them at a cost of £3. If you want a T-shirt, just mark the size required on the form and add £3 to the series entry fee. T Shirts will be available at the closer of the series and plaques will be presented at the Welsh BAR lunch on Sunday 4th November.

12. Series-long competitions for the riders with the highest number of points from 5 events are: 1st  overall, 1st lady, 1st junior and the 1st veteran. The award for the fastest juvenile is based on points from their highest scoring 3 events. The team award is for highest-placed three riders from one club.  Additionally, for 2007, awards will be made to veterans in 5 year age group categories from 40 to 75 based on aggregate scores on best 5 scores for the series. All series long awards will be marked on series plaques and presented at the BAR Lunch.

13. The Magic Dragon Top Club award is a series long competition in which all rides by all riders count towards a club’s total. The Top Club is the one with the highest number of points from all their riders. There is a perpetual trophy for this competition and it is awarded at the Welsh BAR Lunch.

14. Results of each event are published on the WCA website as soon as possible after the event, where at all possible the day after, but it does depend on each event promoter getting the results to the Webmaster and Martyn as soon as possible.  Individual and club points for the series will also be published.

Time of start All evening events start at 6pm to allow for a full field to finish their ride in daylight. The organisers are prepared to accommodate requests for early/late starts but riders must appreciate that “customising” their entries over five evening events is a pretty complex business. We do our best.
If, therefore, you want the best out of us please take the time to fill in the next form.
